Format

« 24 teams consisting of 1
professional and 3 amateur
players

« 3 tournament rounds
(Friday - Sunday)

Team competition played as a

combination of net and gross
scoring.

For each hole, the lowest net
score and lowest gross score
among the four players are
combined. A player may only
contribute either a net or a
gross score, not both.
Individual low gross
competition.

Handicap Allowance

Amateur players receive 100%
of their official Handicap Index
Players are required to have a
minimum of 5 qualifying rounds
recorded in the current year
The Committee reserves the
right to adjust a player's
Handicap Index if, in its
discretion, it does not reflect the
player's current playing ability
The Committee may also
adjust a player’s Handicap
Index during the tournament
based on exceptional scoring.
Where a player returns a score
that significantly exceeds their
Handicap Index, an immediate
reduction may be applied for
subsequent rounds.

Round Format

Players with a Handicap Index of 18.0 or lower play from the blue tees
Players with a Handicap Index of 18.1 and higher play from the white tees
Players aged 65+ may elect to play from the white tees

Exception: Players aged 65+ with a Handicap Index below 10 are required

to play from the blue tees
